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And it is also a word for those walking through heat. Your waiting, your uncertainty,
your weariness—these are not signs that God has left you. The branch does not choose
the weather. It simply stays connected to the source of life. Sunshine, rain, heat, wait-
ing—all of it can become part of the fruit.

James writes, “The testing of your faith produces endurance” (James 1:3). This does not
mean hardship is easy. It does not mean we should pretend the heat does not burn. It
means that, in God’s care, even difficult seasons are not wasted.
